           TOWN OF JACKSON MONTHLY BOARD MEETING

                                    AUGUST 8, 2016


Meeting called to order at the town hall at 7:00 p.m. by Chairperson Connor. Present were Chairperson Dianne Connor, Supervisor Nancy Growe, Supervisor Roger Larson, Clerk Lorraine Radke, Treasurer Kimberly Campion, and Road Supervisor Guy Lohman with 18 others present. Absent- Fire Chief Dan Campion. Pledge to flag said. Clerk Radke said proper notices have been posted. Board reviewed agenda, Motion by Supervisor Growe to approve agenda as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Minutes of the July 11, 2016 monthly board meeting reviewed, Motion by Supervisor Larson to approve minutes as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Financial report presented, Motion by Supervisor Larson to approve financial report as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Bills presented, Supervisor Larson ask if clerk has received a billing from Taylor Paving for Sweger road? Clerk Radke said road supervisor gave it to her couple days ago after she already had the bills entered, after some discussion, Motion by Supervisor Larson to include it in the bills tonight, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote. Motion by Supervisor Growe to pay all bills as presented including Taylor Paving, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote.

Discussion on Fire Dept. Chairperson Connor read report left by Fire Chief, Call to set up landing zone at Voyager-cancelled, mutual aid to Scott-fire in a wall, Fire on Leef Road, no updates on Tower or MABAS, Training update- The Lake County Peddlers’ bicycle club is working with the Burnett County Parks and Forests to develop mountain bike trails and remote bike packing campsites in the Kiezer Lake property. Our training this month will involve chainsaw safety training to help clear some downed trees on the trails. Supervisor Larson spoke on getting some of the Lake Associations to enter the annual chili cook off; Mark Chaklos said fire chief is sending letters out to them. Chairperson Connor ask on update of Point Lake water site, Supervisor Larson said it is a “Walk in/Carry in access and signs have been ordered, plan to get posts put in next week. He explained there will be a locked gate that Scott Fire Dept. will have a key, some discussion on home owners insurance could be lowered, Supervisor Larson said that would be up to property owner’s insurance companies. We are rated a 7 now, Tom Heenan said the lowest rating is 6. 

Discussion on highway dept. Road Supervisor Lohman said lot of damage from last storm; he showed several pictures he took of wash outs. Need to get some roads swept yet, Sweger Road has been blacktopped, need to get shoulders done yet. He spoke of all the work to be done and board might want to consider contracting out with someone to help. He said Moro Road isn’t that bad that it can’t wait until next year, Joan Boos spoke of Setting Sun Trail Way needs to be graded better, Lohman will check it out. On culvert on Sweger Road, they have cleared it out; will be some roads chip sealed yet this year. Working with Town of Scott on culvert on Thompson Road, Alden Road needs work done, Supervisor Larson said possibly grind up to Mallard Lake Road, not right away but it will get done. Lohman said posts have been put in for new propane tanks, received a call about pile of tires along Bushey Road that they removed. Supervisor Larson spoke on Ken Tonsager and Robert Proehl coming in to work after storm and feels they should be paid the emergency wages like snowplowing during the time they are helping, after all discussion,  Motion by Supervisor Growe to pay them  $16.00 per hour and any over time as needed, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote. 

Discussion on resolution from WI. Towns Assoc. on State fixing roads( enclosed in clerks minutes), after all discussion, Motion by Supervisor Growe to adopt resolution # J- 56, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Discussion on resolution from Burnett County on speed limit when county workers are working on County and State roads,(enclosed in clerks minutes) after all discussion, Motion by Supervisor Larson to adopt resolution # J-57, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.

Mark Chaklos spoke to board on first responders on calls in area and cost of items they need to carry with them, Mark, Ken Tonsager, Joel Drahos, and Mike Tighe are all first responders with couple others interested. They are asking the Town Board to include something in the budget to help off set their costs. Supervisor Larson spoke of getting something in the ambulance contract to assist them; Chaklos said North Memorial already said they will not do it. Board will check it out at the budget workup. 


 The next monthly board meeting will be held at the town hall on Monday, September 12, 2016 at 7 p.m. Chairperson Connor said she will not be able to attend.

presented renewal operators license applications from Brenda Seifert and Julie Packard, Motion by Supervisor Growe to issue both, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote.

Discussion on stamps for mailing letter to electors about the referendum in November, Motion by Supervisor Growe that clerk get 3,000 stamps, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote.

Discussion on propane contract from Polk Burnett Propane, Motion by Supervisor Larson to pre buy 4,000 gal. @ .95 a gallon, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Mike Tighe ask if anyone had attended the meeting on ambulance, Supervisor Larson said he did and they have a committee working on it.


Chairperson Connor spoke on letter received about NO-WAKE on Birch Island Lake, Supervisor Growe said she replied to it ( copy in clerks minutes) Chairperson Connor said she spoke to Town of Scott Chairperson and they are not doing anything about it.


No further business at hand, Motion by Supervisor Larson to adjourn, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote, Meeting adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
