           TOWN OF JACKSON MONTHLY BOARD MEETING

                                        JULY 11, 2016


Meeting called to order at the town hall at 7:00 p.m. by Chairperson Dianne Connor. Present were Chairperson Dianne Connor, Supervisor Nancy Growe, Supervisor Roger Larson, Clerk Lorraine Radke, Treasurer Kimberly Campion, Fire Chief Dan Campion, and Road Supervisor Guy Lohman with 6 others present. Pledge to flag said.  Clerk Radke said proper notices have been posted. Board reviewed agenda, Motion by Supervisor Larson to approve agenda as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Minutes of the June 13, 2016 monthly board meeting reviewed, Motion by Supervisor Growe to approve minutes as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Financial report presented, Motion by Supervisor Larson to approve financial report as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Bills presented, Clerk Radke said she will check on bill from Como Oil, thinks it has been paid already. Supervisor Larson said Polk Burnett Electric will install new heating fuel tanks this week. Chairperson ask about check to Burnett County Treasurer for taxes paid to town, Treasurer Campion explained if taxes are sent to town after deadline we need to send County a check in same amount. Supervisor Larson said the clerk just received a bill from Burnett County Highway for $ 34,730.05 for work done on Sweger Road and feels it should be paid tonight rather then wait till next month ,Motion by Supervisor Larson to pay all bills including the County Highway one, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.

Discussion on Fire Dept. Chief Campion said the dive team recovered expensive fishing rod & reel by request from owner; he gave a nice donation to dept, one stand by call for smoke alarm in Scott-burned pizza, no updates on dive team, MABAS, or tower projects. Chairperson Connor ask about any updates on Point Lake water site, Supervisor Larson said he has talked to Scott fire dept. with problem getting to water with their truck unless it has a 9 foot opening, after all discussion Supervisor Larson said the plans are to put  poles in with a cable across and padlock, Scott fire will have a key on their pumper for it, Jackson truck does not need a key, no problem getting in to it, it will still be a walk in / carry in access. 

Discussion on Highway Dept. Road Supervisor Lohman said been building up some roads, put No Parking signs in some areas, no ATV signs on Morning Star, Dan Campion said those signs are gone already, Lohman will check it out. Lohman said men are working on trees down in different areas. Supervisor Larson spoke on calls he has received on Moro Road as to hills that need to be worked on, he suggested having County Highway dept. look at it for drainage problem when they can. He will contact them on it. Chairperson Connor spoke on request from V.V. Campground to County on opening a section of County C so ATV’S can get to trails that was denied by County, Supervisor Larson said he plans to check into it more with County.


Chairperson Connor spoke on sample resolution from WI. Towns Assoc. on fixing roads, Clerk will put it on the agenda for August 8,2016  meeting. She also received a letter and map from Mid State Consultation on cable boxes for Century Link they will be working on in town; she gave information to Road Supervisor.

The next monthly board meeting will be held at the town hall on Monday, August 8, 2016 at 7 p.m.

No building permits issued. Clerk presented re-newel operators license application from Jessica Holwell and new application from Nicole Hursh who has taken required class, Motion by Supervisor Growe to issue both, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote.

Some discussion on town issuing building permits, people still need to get a land use permit from county so town may discontinue issuing them. Assessor Steve Nordquist was present and said the ones town has been issuing does not help him much. Craig Conroy is getting more information for Supervisor Growe on it. Supervisor Growe said the re-cycle day went well and thanked everyone that helped. She is working on letter to send to registered voters later on referendum at November election as to appointing clerk and/or treasurer rather then elected.


Party spoke on ATV sign on Morning Star as not open to them. She asked how roads to be or not to be opened were decided. Supervisor Larson explained the process to her, she ask how to get Morning Star opened so they could get to trails, Larson suggested she start by presenting a petition to board on it.


Assessor Steve Nordquist explained the re-valuation he will be doing for 2018, he will start the work this fall or next spring.

No further business at hand, Motion by Supervisor Larson to adjourn, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote. Meeting adjourned at 8:05 p.m.
