           TOWN OF JACKSON MONTHLY BOARD MEETING

                                      JUNE 13, 2016


Meeting called to order at the town hall at 7:00 p.m. by Chairperson Dianne Connor. Present-Chairperson Dianne Connor, Supervisor Nancy Growe, Supervisor Roger Larson, Clerk Lorraine Radke, Treasurer Kimberly Campion, Fire Chief Dan Campion, and Road Supervisor Guy Lohman with 17 others present. Pledge to flag said, Chairperson Connor requested the flag outside be lowered to half staff until Thursday P.M. Guy Lohman said he will do it. Clerk Radke said proper notices have been posted. Board reviewed agenda, Motion by Supervisor Growe to approve agenda as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Supervisor Larson opened bids received for Sweger Road project- #1 from Taylor Paving bid of $ 78,800.00-hot mix- # 2  from Monarch Paving bid of $ 81,145.29-hot mix - $ 82,300.96-warm mix, Motion by Supervisor Larson to accept bid from Taylor Paving, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Minutes of the May 9, 2016 monthly board meeting reviewed, Motion by Supervisor Larson to approve minutes as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Financial report presented, Motion by Supervisor Growe to approve financial report as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Bills presented, Motion by Supervisor Larson to pay all bills as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Discussion on fire dept. Chief Campion reported Two structure fires in Scott that dispatch failed to page them for.  Garage fire on Thompson Bay Road-total loss. Rollover on County A. Smoke alarm on Leef Road-overcooked pizza. Wildland fire in Webb Lake-cancelled enroute. Smoke alarm on Bonner Lake Road-cancelled enroute. Smoke alarm on Fox Ridge-cancelled enroute. On Dive team-doing lot of dives more homemade log piers,out board motor, homemade car tire fish cribs, a sail boat rudder and lots of anchors discovered. Hoping to get one or two more guys through Advanced class then will all move on into dive rescue classes. No updates on MABAS or Tower projects. He spoke of problem with posts missing on Point Lake Water Site and e-mails he has been in contact with D N R and local game wardens on the matter. He has been informed that the posts need to be removed; they are in the high water mark. Quite a few property owners on Point lake present and a lot of discussion on the problem, Chief Campion said Dave Ferris said it is listed in the plat book as a Public Access, it is intended to be a Water Site for Fire Dept. Some discussion as to putting up “NO PARKING SIGN” and “Fire Trucks Only”  sign, after all discussion board will look into it and  get signs up and legal posts in.


Discussion on Highway dept. Road Supervisor Guy Lohman said 

“No Boat Launching and No Parking” signs have been put up on Sieben road, a “Special Needs Children Area” sign has been put up on Clear Sky Road . Sewger Road has been ground and ready for blacktopping, several roads have been crack sealed, Culvert installed in a driveway on Sweger road, been patching pot holes and sink holes, looking into getting a saw to cut thru blacktop to make it easier for crew. Chairperson Connor read letter she received from property owner on Deer Path Circle from previous meeting, thanking town for quick response but now there  needs to be a No A T V sign put at the South end also, Dan Campion said the A T V Club should be putting these signs up, Lohman will call  them. Dan Campion spoke of  A T V’S running gravel roads that are NOT open to them, they go down Morning Star all the time. Supervisor Larson said he will call the club about getting more signs put up.

Discussion on propane prices, Clerk Radke received quote from Como Oil for .99 a gallon, Supervisor Larson spoke to Polk Burnett and received quote of .82 for first fill and pre-buy of .95, they will remove present tanks and install new tanks at no charge and pump propane from present tank to new one. After all discussion, Motion by Supervisor Growe to contract with Polk Burnett, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote. Supervisor Larson will contact both Polk Burnett and Como Oil on it.

Clerk Radke presented a contract from Assessor Nordquist for 2018 Revaluation with a payment schedule of- $ 9,000.00 due on or before December 31, 2017-$32,000.00 due at adjournment of 2018 Board of Review- $ 9,000.00 due on or before January 31, 2019,Motion by Supervisor Growe to accept Assessors 2018 contract, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote. 

The next monthly board  meeting will be held at the town hall on Monday, July 11, 2016 at 7 P.M.


2 building permits were issued but one should be sent back to Town of Scott, no operators license applications received.

Some discussion on building permits if town should discontinue them, board will check into it more. Supervisor Growe said the annual re-cycle day will be June 18 from 9 to 11 a.m.. She spoke of getting a letter together to mail to voters explaining the referendum in November on appointing or electing clerk and treasurer, Supervisor Larson explained to people present about it.


Chairperson Connor ask if anything to report on window in office, Supervisor Larson said no reply yet. Chairperson Connor wished everyone a Happy Fathers Day and Happy 4th of July.


No further business at hand, Motion by Supervisor Larson to adjourn, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote. Meeting adjourned at 8:20 P.M.
