           TOWN OF JACKSON MONTHLY BOARD MEETING

                                   MAY 9, 2016


Meeting called to order at the Town Hall at 7:00 p.m. by Chairperson Connor. Present-Chairperson Dianne Connor, Supervisor Nancy Growe, Supervisor Roger Larson, Clerk Lorraine Radke, Road Supervisor Guy Lohman with 2 others present. Absent- Treasurer Kimberly Campion and Fire Chief Dan Campion. Pledge to flag said. Clerk Radke said proper notices had been posted. Board reviewed agenda, Motion by Supervisor Growe to approve agenda as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Minutes of the April 11, 2016 monthly board meeting reviewed, Motion by Supervisor Larson to approve minutes as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.

Financial report left by treasurer Campion reviewed, Clerk Radke read e-mail from her as to where to put some interest and tax monies, board agreed to have them put into General Contingency funds for now.

Bills presented, Chairperson Connor ask about check # 26404 for water div. permit, Road Supervisor Lohman explained if working on more then 1 acre of soil need a permit from the D.N. R., Clerk Radke explained couple bills that will be paid back to the town from Second Alarm, Motion by Supervisor Larson to pay all bills as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Discussion on Fire Dept. Chairperson read report left by Fire Chief Campion, Wild land fire in Webb Lake, cancelled en route-Camper fire in Scott, cancelled enroute. No update on dive team, Mutual Aid Box Alarm System-still working to get rest of departments to join-getting closer, On Tower Project- Jackson tower is functional with some channels, waiting for updated Sirentel agreement before they finish. Still nothing in Hertel, waiting for Tribe to finish water tower maintenance then equipment can be installed.


Discussion on Highway Dept. Road Supervisor Lohman said he and Mark Chaklos attended Gravel Maintenance class, Lohman attended Mine Safety class, been clearing along roads, removed stump on Mail Road, found old damaged culvert on Thompson road and cleaned,needs to be replaced. it Getting ready for blacktopping on Sweger road. Lohman ask permission from board to possibly hire part time help for summer for a few months to work along roads and in cemetery, after some discussion, Motion by Supervisor Larson to authorize Lohman to hire part time help for summer projects at $ 10.00 per hour, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote. Supervisor Larson spoke on Sweger road project on storm damage re-imbursement request, can move it to a different road project, after some discussion, Motion by Supervisor Growe to move request to Alden road project, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Supervisor Larson said he will get the ad for bids ready for blacktopping Sweger road when pulverizing is completed. Supervisor Larson spoke on Fahrner doing Scrub Seal, similar to Chip Sealing on roads in area, he had spoke to them and received a contract and bid of  $10,172.17 to do Sewall road while in the area, after some discussion, Motion by Supervisor Growe to have them do Sewall road at cost of  $10,172.17,Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Chairperson Connor read letter from property owner on Deer Path Circle on A T V use and damage to the road and his driveway. He ask if Town can put up a sign that A T V’S on not allowed on gravel roads, Supervisor Larson said to send a copy of the letter to Turf & Tundra Club as they are responsible to install signs, Chairperson Connor will send it. Chairperson Connor spoke of letter clerk received from Wes Boos on Setting Sun Trailway on condition of the road, Supervisor Larson said he has talked to the party and agreed it need’s work done , will check it more to see what can be done.

Clerk Radke presented a class “B” Beer and Liquor license re-newel from Patty Ann’s Crow Bar for June 30, 2016 to July 1, 2017, Motion by Supervisor Growe to re-new said license, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Discussion on Ordinance # 55- on having a referendum at the November 8, 2016 election as to appointing the town clerk and town treasurer, Clerk Radke read it and explained what has to be done before the election, after all discussion, Motion by Supervisor Growe to adopt ordinance # 55, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote. Clerk will send copy to County Clerk.


Next monthly board meeting will be held on Monday, June 13, 2016 at the town hall at 7 p.m.

Clerk Radke read letter from party on Fox road on barking dogs, Supervisor Larson said he has been past there couple times and has not heard them, Chairperson Connor said she has heard them at her home. Supervisor Larson said he spoke to Treasurer and there is no record of them getting dog license, he will check with her again and follow up on it.


Supervisor Growe said the Memorial Day Service at the Jackson cemetery will be held on Monday, May 30 at 11 A.M. The annual re-cycle day will be at the town hall on Saturday, June 18 from 9 to 11 A.M.


Chairperson Connor said open book will be held at the town hall on Thursday, May 26 from 2 to 4 P.M., Board of Review will follow from 4 to 6 P.M.
