           TOWN OF JACKSON MONTHLY BOARD MEETING

                               NOVEMBER 14, 2016


Meeting called to order at the town hall at 6:40 p.m. by Chairperson Connor. Present were Chairperson Dianne Connor, Supervisor Nancy Growe, Supervisor Roger Larson, Clerk Lorraine Radke, Treasurer Kimberly Campion, Road Supervisor Guy Lohman and Fire Chief Dan Campion with 10 others present. Board reviewed agenda, Motion by Supervisor Growe to approve agenda as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Financial report presented, Motion by Supervisor Growe to approve report as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Bills presented, Motion by Supervisor Growe to pay all bills as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote. 


Discussion on Fire Dept. Chief Campion reported a car fire on Bonner Lake Road, CO call on Moser Drive.  On Dive Team, the full masks and comm. System has been ordered, no up date on MABAS or Tower projects. He spoke of lot of dispatch problems yet, he met with North Ambulance and Sheriffs dept. as to no general rules established, he said all the Fire Chiefs in the county will meet and present ideas to Sheriff, also a problem not being able to establish which Electric company to call when at a fire. Supervisor Larson spoke on being able to get pumper truck on Point Lake Water Site; Road Supervisor Lohman will meet with firemen to see what needs to be done. Supervisor Growe said the Second Alarm has a meat raffle on Saturdays from 3 to 5 p.m. at Voyager Village Clubhouse to support local fire departments. Chief Campion spoke on insurance as to Terrorism coverage, if we have it, Clerk Radke said she will call insurance company on it, Motion by Supervisor Larson if it is needed to pay the $35 and get it, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Btittany Fry spoke on well testing for arsenic grant Burnett County has received, she passed out testing kits to people interested in doing this to return to County.


Discussion on Highway Dept. Road Supervisor Lohman said Annual Road Certification has been mailed in, bought a new tool box for shop, some repair work done on Tandem truck, high water sign on Bushey road put up, mowing being done, Sweger Road shouldering done, graveling work being done on roads, patching pot-holes. He said Seiben Road is in very bad shape with water over road by Ham Lake, he spoke to Burnett County highway commissioner and they advise that section of the road be closed from December 1st, to possibly June 1st, quite a bit of discussion as to emergency vehicles being notified etc. Supervisor Larson read a letter that will be sent out to people it would effect and any emergency responders, Chief Campion said he can notify local fire dept’s and first responders. Lohman spoke of maybe getting cement barriers that State said can be used. Some discussion on what can be done later, Supervisor Larson said will need to get an engineer to work with town on it, have to go thru D N R to build road up. Lohman spoke on problem with his computer, installed new modem but his crashed again, he had it worked on and said it is shot, he and Treasurer have checked into new lap tops for both of them and gave prices, after some discussion, Motion by Supervisor Growe to purchase new lab tops for both of them from Dell at $ 549.99 each and have Staupe Computers from Spooner get them set up and also purchase the 365 program for them, seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote. 

Supervisor Growe thanked Guy Lohman and David Harder for the work done at the cemetery said it looks great.

Supervisor Larson said the County Highway Commissioner spoke to him about the county stock piling salt sand at the town shop, Larson suggested they could take out of town shed and replace it, Growe and Conner agree.


Discussion on letter received about opening  Morning Star Road to ATV’S, Supervisor Larson spoke of signatures they sent back, he would like to table the matter until March and he will contact this person on it, Growe and Connor agree. Dan Campion spoke on living on that road and different accidents that have occurred and read items from ATV manufactures about riding on roads, he has talked to the permanent residents on the road and they all said they do not want it opened. Chairperson Connor spoke on the request to open County A from V.V. Campground to Mail road, Supervisor Larson said it is not a done deal until all signs are up and it is published. Connor spoke of article in Sentinel that stated ALL roads in Town of Jackson are open; she and Growe both contacted the paper of the error.

The next monthly board meeting will be held on Monday, December 12, 2016 at 7 p.m.

Motion by Supervisor Growe to appoint Dennis Quinn as the UDC Inspector for 2017, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Clerk Radke gave results of the referendum on appointing clerk and treasurer- to appoint clerk-350-YES-214-NO-to appoint treasurer-345-YES-214-NO.


Supervisor Growe said Trent Mulroy said he will contact her after deer season about working on the windows in office and meeting room, Supervisor Larson said he will talk to him about getting the air conditioner in meeting room also.


Supervisor Larson spoke on ambulance meeting he attended, he explained problem with no ambulance at A&H now, the A&H Senior Center made an offer to lease out the lower area of their building for ambulance station, he will keep board informed of any development.


Chairperson Connor wished everyone a safe deer season and Happy Thanksgiving.

No further business at hand, Motion by Supervisor Growe to adjourn, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote. Meeting adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
