           TOWN OF JACKSON MONTHLY BOARD MEETING

                                     OCTOBER 12, 2016


Meeting called to order at the town hall at 7:00 p.m. by Chairperson Connor. Present were Chairperson Dianne Connor, Supervisor Nancy Growe, Supervisor Roger Larson, Clerk Lorraine Radke, Treasurer Kimberly Campion, Road Supervisor Guy Lohman  Fire Chief Dan Campion with 5 others present. Pledge to flag said. Clerk Radke said proper notices have been posted. Board reviewed agenda, Clerk Radke said Ken Erickson called and said he would not be present tonight, Motion by Supervisor Growe to approve agenda with correction, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Minutes of the September 12, 2016 monthly board meeting reviewed Chairperson Connor corrected a check number given last month and corrected date of next meeting, Motion by Supervisor Larson to approve minutes with corrections, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Financial report presented, Motion by Supervisor Larson to approve financial report as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Bills presented, Supervisor Larson ask about check to Mike Tighe for painting van, Fire Chief Campion said is for material he got to paint current van, Chairperson Connor ask about check to County Clerk, Clerk Radke explained is for voting machine supplies and advertizing elections, no further questions, Motion by Supervisor Growe to pay all bills as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Larson, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Craig Conroy, County Representative, said nothing to report now. Chairperson Connor spoke of a new big building going up on Fox Road, would that need a land use permit? Mr. Conroy said yes, he will check into it to see if they got one. Supervisor Larson suggested the County put any land use permits on their web-site so people can look at them, Mr. Conroy said is a good idea and he will look into it.


Discussion on Fire Dept. Chief Campion said they had one lift assist on Morning Star Drive, the dive team received a $5,000.00 donation from Webb Lake Community Club and a $ 2,545.00 grant from Agstar. On MABAS, he will be meeting with the County Sherriff on it, on Tower project, Hertel is just about up. Chili Cook-off went great, lot of participation from the lake associations, there were 18 entries, he stated a couple big banners he put up were stolen on Hwy. 35.

Discussion on Highway Dept. Road Supervisor Lohman said been mowing, David Harder is doing a good job, shouldering on Sweger road, lot of wash out areas they are trying to get done, working on equipment for winter, some problems with equipment taken care of, new lift ram installed, new tires on Chevy truck. He spoke of Seiben road in real bad shape, may need to close it down until spring or haul lot of gravel to build it up. Supervisor Larson said he has a call in to the County Commissioner about it as to what can be done. Supervisor Larson spoke on getting crack sealing done from Seiben road to Ham Lake and Mail roads, he said Farhner checked it out and could do it this fall, Motion by Supervisor  Larson to have them do the work, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote. Lohman said Ken and Marcella deserve a big thank you for cleaning today. Board agrees. Lohman said he ordered a new router for office computer, he explained the problem he was having when both his and clerks were on , Clerk Radke said Mark Chaklos installed it, her computer worked fine Friday when she was the only one on but when Lohman  and her both were on Monday they were slow again. Lohman will call the phone company on it. Supervisor Growe ask Lohman to call Bob Suchy about getting the cemetery mowed. Supervisor Larson said he received a phone call from Scott Construction on some work to be done as to bad weather and problem with cold mix they are suspending work on Half Moon Circle and Mail Road for the rest of this year but will do it next year at price quoted . Supervisor Larson spoke of the cleaning done today, Motion by Supervisor Larson to give Tonsagers a $100.00 bonus, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.

The next monthly board meeting will be held at the town hall on Monday, November 14, 2016 immediately following the Budget hearing that starts at 6:30 p.m.


No building permits issued, no operators license applications received.


Ken Tonsager spoke on people that use the meeting room and kitchen need to clean up after, Supervisor Growe said approach the Fire Dept. and Second Alarm on it, maybe put up posters on cupboard doors.


Discussion on letter received about opening Morning Star Road to atv’s, Supervisor Larson said he talked to party from atv club that could not be here tonight so Clerk should put it on November agenda.


Supervisor Growe spoke on annual newsletter on Building Permits, Craig Conroy said they should contact County for Land Use Permit and Dennis Quinn. Supervisor Larson said can add to bottom that as of January 2017 the Town of Jackson will no longer issue building permits.

Supervisor Growe spoke of up date to Web Site notice she received and thinks it is a good idea, Motion by Supervisor Larson to up-date the Web Site at a cost of $ 529.00, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote. Supervisor Growe will contact them on it.


Supervisor Growe said she has been in touch with Trent Mulroy on getting the windows repaired in meeting room and office; he will meet with her and give her an estimate. Supervisor Larson said he is still working on the air conditioner for meeting room. 

Chairperson Connor spoke on question she was asked about where people can park at the water site on Point Lake? Fireman Tonsager said on edge of road.


Supervisor Larson spoke on Wi. Towns County meeting to be held on ambulance contract he will attend, he said the Town’s of Scott and Webb Lake are concerned there is no active ambulance at A&H anymore. Lot of discussion held, Supervisor Larson said he will keep board informed about next meeting with them. He also spoke of possible meeting with Webb Lake on it that he would like the entire board to attend, will keep them informed.

No further business at hand, Motion by Supervisor Larson to adjourn, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote. Meeting adjourned at 8:20 p.m.
