           TOWN OF JACKSON MONTHLY BOARD MEETING

                               SEPTEMBER  12, 2016


Meeting called to order at the town hall at 7:00 p.m. by Supervisor Nancy Growe. Present- Supervisor Nancy Growe, Supervisor Roger Larson, Clerk Lorraine Radke, Treasurer Kimberly Campion,and Road Supervisor Guy Lohman with 7 others present. Absent-Chairperson Dianne Connor and Fire Chief Dan Campion. Pledge to flag said. Clerk Radke said proper notices have been posted. Board reviewed agenda, Motion by Supervisior Larson to approve agenda as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.

Minutes of the August 8, 2016 monthly meeting reviewed, Supervisor Larson corrected  he did NOT attend ambulance meeting, Motion by Supervisor Larson to approve minutes as corrected, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Financial report presented, Treasurer Campion ask board to have anything to be put on the tax letter ready for the October meeting, Motion by Supervisor Larson to approve financial report as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.

Bill’s presented, Clerk Radke said check # 26533 should say Lange Enterprises, she said Fire Dept. questioned if check # 26563 should be out of fire or general account, board agreed it should be out of general  account. Clerk said she received a bill from Nortrax for a dozer blade for $6,000.00, from June, said she  had not received a bill before, Motion by Supervisor Larson to pay all bill’s including the Nortrax bill  as presented, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.


Discussion on Fire Dept. Supervisor Growe read report from Fire Chief, no fire calls, nothing new on Tower Project or MABAS, the Fire Dept. received a $ 5,000.00 donation from Webb Lake Community Club for the dive team. Supervisor Larson spoke on getting different Lake Associations to enter chili for the annual cook-off, Sand Lake Assoc. has 5 entries.

Discussion on Highway Dept. Road Supervisor Lohman said they have  been busy working on wash outs, water over some roads yet but have to wait for water to go down before they can work on them. FEMA has been here to review storm damage submitted. Been grading roads, some signs stolen, new propane tanks have been installed, rock put in culvert on Sweger road, post & chains put in at Point Lake Access also No Parking and Walk In / Carry In signs put up. Doing work on equipment to get ready for winter use. David Harder started working today.  Supervisor Larson spoke on the FEMA inspector said everything went well, he looked at all the sites town turned in plus a few others not submitted. The total estimate turned in was $ 32,564.42 and FEMA reimbursement is 87&1/2 %. Supervisor Larson thanked Guy Lohman for the great records he keeps that really helped with the whole process.

Discussion on setting a date to do the budget work up, Treasurer will contact the auditor on a couple dates (Oct. 13 or Oct. 19) to see when he is available and let board know.

Discussion on getting air conditioning in meeting room, board agree is a good idea, Supervisor Larson will check it out more. Discussion on getting the windows replaced in meeting room also, Supervisor Growe said she will call Trent Mulroy about them, Motion by Supervisor Larson to replace both windows in the meeting room, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote.

1 building permit issued since last meeting. No operators license applications received.


The next monthly board meeting will be held on Monday, November 10, 2016 at the town hall at 7 p.m.


Craig Conroy, County Board Supervisor for Town of Jackson, spoke of putting each month on agenda-County Board Supervisor District # 19 so if anything comes up for him to address it is on there, board agreed. He spoke of couple recreational rental conditional use permits applied for thru County that were denied. They require a license from both State and County. He spoke on speed zone on County A past the old Sand Bar, he said he will talk to County Highway Dept. on possibly putting some type of flashing sign to warn drivers of speed and homes in that area. Supervisor Growe ask about trailers on some property, Craig said can not have a permanent trailer on same property as permanent home. Evelyn Miller from Crooked Lake spoke on the rental property matter and thanked MR. Conroy for his in put on it. She said since the denial there has been quite a few problems. She ask about forming a lake association on Crooked Lake property owners, Supervisor Larson told her to contact Dave Farris at county on it. Supervisor Larson spoke of putting something in the town tax letter about the short term rental, Craig Conroy said any type of short term recreational rental needs State and County permit. Supervisor Growe ask Craig about the building permits the town issues for garages, decks, etc. He said ALL permits should be issued thru the county for land use permits, new homes go thru the UDC inspector so the town does not need to issue any of them. Town will put item in tax letter that the Town of Jackson will no longer issue building permits as of January 1, 2017

No further business at hand, Motion by Supervisor Larson to adjourn, Seconded by Supervisor Growe, Motion Carried by voice vote. Meeting adjourned at 7:50 p.m.
